REMARKS: JUMPED OVERBOARD CACCEF: Non-hostile, died of other causes, SUICIDE

SYNOPSIS: Private Glenn Gardner was a member of Company B, 4th Battalion, 12th Infantry, 99th LIB. He
was a passenger on troop carrier USNS Daniel I. Salton en route to Vietnam when he jumped overboard and
drowned.

On several occasions, Gardner had threatened to take his life, and to jump overboard. On this day, he was last
seen at 1730 hours, and was reported missing at approximately 1800 hours following a roll call in which he did
not respond. A search was mounted immediately and continued through the night until 2000 hours the next day
with no results. Gardner was presumed dead, and it was determined his body could not be recovered.

The Vietnam War touched many lives. Tens of thousands of families lost loved ones in battle deaths. Tens of
thousands saw their sons and brothers come home maimed physically and mentally from the wounds and
torments of the savagry of war. Some received telegrams that their loved ones drowned in recreation; a few
learned their sons died from drug overdose; and some learned their sons, for unknown reasons chose to end
their lives in Vietham.

As long as man has been, war has been. As a society, we tend to bury the unpleasant aspects of war and
concentrate on the victory. In Vietham, we have only a hollow "Peace with Honor" and must instead, focus on
the warriors - men who willingly served their country when called. Men whose lives we used as the price for our
freedom.

The most tragic of all the warriors are those who still wait, captive and abandoned by their country in prisons
and camps in Southeast Asia. In abandoning them, we have made the deaths and suffering of thousands a
frivolous waste. We must never neglect the duty we have to the men who must someday answer their
country's call.

There were 94 adult members, 3 junior members and 2 guests.

MARCH 2012 MINUTES: The abbreviated minutes for the March 25, 2012 meeting were read by Nancy Regg, in for Catie Kmetz, Nat o0l
Secretary. A motion to accept the minutes as read was made by Jay Fairlamb, seconded by Lois Morgan, none opposed.

TREASURERO® S RMeEPGDRET, National Treasurer read an itemized accounting of expenses, account balance totals and a summary of
checks disbursed for the prior month.

A motion to accept the Tr Erank Eentelaffd secoledpyhred Babeowskima d e  INgne opposed.
MIKE COBB, CHAIRMAN OF THE BOARD: Mike read the Mission Statement of Rolling Thunder.
COMMITTEE REPORTS:

Government Affairs POW/MIA by Gus Dante/Tom Bender/George Steitz:

1. Backlog of VA claims: The number of pending claims has more than doubled in the past 3 years and those claims older than 125 days are
6 times greater during the same period. Although we are aware of some of the efforts being made to expedite the processing of claims it is
obvious that the VA underestimated the number of new hires needed to keep up with returning Irag and Afghanistan war vets and also
underestimated the impact on the system of new Agent Orange claims resulting from adding three new presumptive diseases covered by the
VA. We must urge Congress to use its funding and oversight authority to require the Veterans Benefits Administration (VBA) to eliminate the
claims backlog by the end of 2012 while improving the overall quality of ratings decisions. The current VA goal of accomplishing this by 2015 is
unacceptable.

2. H. Res. 111. Establishing a Select Committee on POW and MIA Affairs: The select committee shall conduct a full investigation of all
unresolved matters relating to any United States personnel unaccounted for from all wars and conflicts including MIAs and POW's missing and
captured. Sponsored by Rep. Peter King [R-NY-3] Introduced and referred to the House Committee of Rules Feb. 28, 2011. We currently
have 195 co-sponsors in the House of Representatives. Our goal is to obtain 300 cosponsors in the 112th Congress, which is roughly 70% of
the members. This is still very possible in this Congress.

3. H. Res. 503: Expressing the sense of the House of Representatives that the United States should leave no member of the Armed Forces
unaccounted for in the withdrawal of forces from Iraq and Afghanistan. Sponsored by Rep. Richard Nugent [R-FI-5] Introduced and referred to
Committee Dec. 20, 2011. There are 6 cosponsors to date. Ask your representative to reach out to each sponsor of H. Res. 111 and 503 and
ask that they get it to the floor for a vote NOW. Also, request that they sign on as cosponsors ifthey havenoét yet. Everyon:
Washington should be asked Bérgdahl bg comiagthoneersg@on?VRiedort the gesponseB d\skef you can quote
them. Ask them to take steps to begin negotiations for the release of our remaining POWSs. Become familiar with the names of the
Representatives who have signed on as cosponsors and those who have not. Go to www.nationalalliance.org/legis/index.htm for H. Res. 111
& http://www.govtrack.us/congress/bills/112/hres503 for H. Res. 503

4. HR 812. The Agent Orange Equity Act of 2011 and Blue Water and Blue Sky Veterans. Clarification of presumptions of exposure for
veterans who served in the vicinity of the Republic of Vietnam. It was re-introduced in the Congress by Rep. Bob Filner, CA, Feb, 18 2011 and
has 64 co-sponsors to date. S.1629: The companion bill in the Senate was re-introduced in this Congress by Sen. Kirsten Gillibrand, NY) Sept.
23, 2011 and has 11 co-sponsors to date.

5. HR 3612: Blue Water Navy Vietnam Veterans Act of 2011. A new bill introduced Dec. 6, 2011. There are 72 cosponsors to date. Last action
in the House: Dec. 8, 2012. It was referred to the House Committee on Veterans' Affairs. This bill is for Blue Water Veterans only and excludes
any other US veteran.

6. H.R. 2634: A new bill introduced in the House by Rep. Bob Filner, July 25, 2011. It has 12 co-sponsors to date. (There is no companion bill in
the Senate) To direct the Secretary of State to provide assistance for certain individuals affected by exposure to Agent Orange and the
Secretary of Veterans Affairs to enhance the availability of medical care for descendants of veterans of the Vietnam era, and for other
purposes.

Smith, Myke Shelby and Steve Thompson. The musical tribute will feature: Loch Rannoch Pipe & Drums, Nancy Sinatra, Connie Stevens,
Roxie Lynne, Gordon Painter, Doug Stone Band and Sammy Sadler.

We hope everyone is well and looking forward to Rolling Thunder XXV on May 27, 2012 in Washington, D.C.
We thank all of you for your continued support each year for our Prisoners of War/Missing in Action, Veterans
and Troops. It’s hard to believe its been 25 years since we started this demonstration; we are all much older than
when we started but we hung in there and changed the POW/MIA issue from a lost cause to bringing home
remains and providing closure to many families.

Since Rolling Thunder started our government has recovered the following numbers of remains: WWI-6,
WWII-240, Korean War-73, Vietnam War-697, Gulf War-14 and Iraq War-3 with 7 live POWs returned from
this war. No live American POWs have come home from past wars. Why not? To our knowledge no one in
Washington has asked any foreign country about live Americans captured from all past wars. In almost 100
years no one cared enough to find remains from WWI until now.

Ahmed Al-Taie captured in Iraq and Sgt. Bowe R. Bergdahl captured in Afghanistan? We are pulling out of
Iraq and leaving.SSgt. Al-Taie behind.

Our Troops are constantly put at more risk because of the new directives for the rules of engagement put into
effect by this administration. This is not Democrat or Republican; it is the difference between right and wrong.
